National Institutes of Health Public Access Policy: New Electronic Implementation Process at Rockefeller

Under the new National Institutes of Health Public Access Policy peer reviewed publications arising out of NIH-funded research must be available on PubMed Central no later than 12 months after journal publication.  PubMed Central is the NIH free digital archive of biomedical and life sciences journal literature.  To assist authors to meet this requirement, the University is providing a Public Access Electronic Submission (“PubSubmit”) system described below. 

I. Who is responsible to comply with this Policy?

The University and the Principal Investigators (PI) are responsible for compliance. The PI of the grant is also responsible even if they are not an author or co-author of a publication that falls under the NIH policy.

II. Steps to comply with the NIH Public Access Policy using the RU electronic submission resource

There are several options that journal publishers have adopted to comply with the NIH policy: journal publisher submits to PubMed Central on behalf of the author without or with further involvement by the author, or author (or third party on behalf of the author) self-submits to PubMed Central. The University will negotiate with journals that do not allow the author to comply with the NIH Public Access Policy.  The PubSubmit system addresses all of these options.

· The first step is to go to the PubSubmit link available on Rockefeller’s Markus Library’s website at: [https://pubsubmit.rockefeller.edu/], and log in using your university email name.

· The second step is to provide the journal name, article title, acceptance information (if available) and author information.

· If you designated a journal that deposits the final published article in PubMed Central without author involvement (these journals are listed at: http://publicaccess.nih.gov/submit_process_journals.htm) you will receive an email message informing you that if you are asked to sign the publisher’s agreement, you may do so. You will also receive information about how to obtain a PubMed Central reference number.

· If you designated a journal that deposits the final peer-reviewed manuscript in the NIH Manuscript Submission (NIHMS) system, you will receive an email message informing you that if you are asked to sign the publisher’s agreement, you may do so, while making sure that you mark off any box acknowledging that you are reporting NIH funded research. The message explains further email correspondence that the corresponding author and PI will receive from the NIHMS system. You will also receive information about how to obtain a PubMed Central reference number.

· If you designated a journal that requires you or a third party on your behalf to self-deposit the final peer-reviewed manuscript in PubMed Central you will receive an email message depending on whether your article has been accepted.

· If it hasn’t yet been accepted, you will be prompted to return to the PubSubmit system once it is accepted for publication, and informed that if you are asked to sign the publisher’s agreement, you may do so. 

· If it has been accepted and you want the library to submit to PubMed Central on your behalf, you may then follow the remaining publication submission instructions. You will also receive information about how to obtain a PubMed Central reference number. This submission process should take between 5-10 minutes. 

· If you designated a journal whose policy is not recorded in the PubSubmit system, you will receive an email message informing you that the library will notify you after it has determined whether the publisher of this journal complies with NIH’s Public Access Policy.

As a reminder, as of May 25, 2008, an application, proposal or progress report submitted to the NIH must include a PubMed Central reference number or NIH Manuscript Submission number when you cite papers authored by you or arose from your NIH funds (even if you are not an author) and is covered by the Public Access Policy (i.e., is peered-reviewed; accepted for publication on or after April 7, 2008 and reports NIH-funded research.)
